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FEIS RULES

The decision of the adjudicator or adjudicators is final as to quality. An objection on any other grounds
may be lodged by a teacher in writing on payment of a fee of £7.

Age: Where there is an age limit for any competition, a competitor's age shall be taken as that which
he/she had reached on or before 1st January of the year in which a competition is held.

There must be perfect silence in the hall during the performance of each competition.

SOLO GRADES

Beginners 'A: Confined to competitors who have never won 1st place in that particular dance in
any age group.

Beginners 'B'": Confined to competitors who have never won 1st place in that particular dance in
any age group.

Pre-open: Confined to competitors who have never won 1st place in that particular age group.
Age the competition is under to be specified. Competitors may only dance one year above their age in
this grade if the dance is not catered for in their age group.

Open: Open to all competitors. Competitors may not dance out of their own age group unless a

particular dance is not catered for in their own age group. Lead around required on BOTH feet in
Heavy dancing

* Traditional Set Dances: Traditional set dances may be chosen from St Patricks Day, The
Blackbird, Job of Journey Work, Garden of Daisies, King of the Fairies & Three Sea Captains only.

** Non Champ Holders Reel. Confined to dancers who have never won a championship (Under 1 or 3
adjudicators with 1, 2 or 3 dances) or an NCH.

***Confined Trophies: Confined to dancers whose teachers are registered With The Southern
England Region, London And London & Home Counties Branches.

****Qverseas Trophies: Open to dancers whose teachers are registered outside The Southern
England Region, London and London & Home Counties Branches.

In the case of Ceili and figure dance competitions it is permissible to have 25% of team younger than
the age specified.

Once a dancer has won a 1st prize in a competition they are not eligible for forthcoming competitions
even if they have been pre-paid.

Dancers must be in full costume for presentation of prizes

Children dancing in the age group age 12 and below are prohibited from wearing facial make-up

There is to be no changing of costumes in a competition hall

The use of recordinbg equipmet (including mobile phones, cameras and video cameras) is not
permitted during competitions

There is to be no Smoking or Alcohol allowed in the Feis area

Mobile phones must be turned off in competition halls

Dancers upto and including U9 may not wear solo costumes in ANY grade.

Age group may be ammended dependent upon entry numbers
